• ADVENT begins on Sunday, November 27. Remember, we practice the ascetic fast 
and abstinence of anticipation of the Birth of the Lord on all Mondays, Wednesdays and 
Fridays during Advent and Christmas Eve. FASTING is the taking of one whole meal per 
day and two smaller meals not equaling a full meal and ABSTINENCE is refraining from 
flesh meat and sauces, soups, gravies, etc. made from meat. If you need to follow a 
different regieme for medical  or other reasons, please receive the blessing of your Pastor 
before embarking on such a thing.

WHY GO TO WEEKDAY MASSES? 
Because the Church is the living body of Christ, when something happens to one part of the 
body, it affects the entire body. This means that anytime there is growth in holiness in one part 
of the body, the whole body is strengthened. Weekday Mass attendees become witnesses to 
others, especially other Orthodox who might need inspiration to attend Sunday Liturgy. The 
witness of the daily communicant can bring to attention why anyone would go to Mass at all. It 
raises the question, 'What's so special about Mass that someone would want to go every day?' 
The Liturgy is THE MOST SIGNIFICANT PRAYER the Church participates in. To extend that into 
daily life is an extra grace. Along with building up the Church, daily Mass benefits the 
participants. Participants experience an "increased intimacy with Christ" and a "sanctification of 
the workweek.”  Weekday Mass helps us to remember that all our time is a gift from God. It 
helps you live your Sunday faith all week long!
