The Mass of Midnight, with its peculiar timing, carries with it sanething of the OnightlinessO of
the feast' wherea star appears and a new babe, the Saviaarorn' andis something we should
all experience. The stxalled OChristmas family MassO that is often celebrated on ChristtBas
#in fact, it is the vigil Mass for Christmas, watching and waiting for Christmas to come$ has
somewhat eclipsed this in a type of accommodation to what it is thought easiest for families with
younger children. But every Mass is a celebration of the famibf the Church, in which children
take their part, and no more so than at Christmas: we do a disservice to children andiiyg peo!

ple by infantilizing the liturgy. What could be more powerful, even something of a treat for chi
dren, for a family to take itsplace amid the parish family in the church at midnight on this day
each year, to OtasteO the silence of this night and glimpse for themselves the first light shed by the
star over Bethlehem™ is a sacrifice to stay up late, but so was the Incarnationgelf!

The Church Fathes Speak:Let us give thanks to God continually. For, it is outrageous that
when we enjoy His benefaction to us in deed every single day, we do not acknowledge the favor
with so much as a wordand this, when the acknowledgment confers great benefit on us. He does
not need anything of ours, but we stand in need of all things from Hinin point of fact, thank s!
giving adds nothing to Him, but it brings us closer to Him. For if, when we recall thbenefac!
tions of men, we are the more warmed by affection for them; much more, when we continually
bring to mind the benefits of the Master towards us, shall we be more earnest with regard to His
commandments.For this cause Paul also said, Be ye thankfior the best preservative of any
benefaction is the remembrance of the benefaction, and a continual thanksgiving far$t.
